In a
push to improve his English, he began ESL classes in the fall of 2008. By chance of
fate, as Gabriel would say, this led him to attend a discussion about college and
financial aid opportunities at the College of Southern Idaho (CSI). "I said to myself,"
he recalls, "don't lose that opportunity to start a new chapter in your life. I enrolled at
CSI in January 2009."
Soon after, the construction, landscaping and painting jobs dried up and Gabriel
could not find work. With mounting bills plus school and no job, he was experiencing
difficult times. Finally, last spring, he came to The Hunger Coalition. Almost
immediately, he began to volunteer in order to reciprocate benefit of the food and
encouragement he was receiving. "It was a nice experience to share the joy and give
a glimmer of hope to the neediest families. Looking at the families' faces when they
received my help, my soul was filled with happiness," recounts Gabriel. 
During the application process for scholarship monies, Gabriel was able to site his
experience as a Hunger Coalition volunteer, something he believes was instrumental
in the approval of his application. Today he is nearing completion of an associate
degree in science and has his sights set on a bachelor's degree. While he
recognizes it will be a long and difficult road, and is expecting numerous obstacles,
Gabriel is prepared to do everything within his power to reach his goals. "We come
here to the USA with only one purpose: to progress. But, sometimes we give up our
dreams and goals with any obstacle instead of fighting until we overcome. Or,
sometimes we settle with the type of life that we have," he believes. "We don't
realize that life is fleeting. We had better to wake up and do what exactly we want to
do for our lives because life escapes us."  
We believe Gabriel will achieve what he has set out for. We are honored to have
been a small part of this remarkable, challenging, and yet hugely rewarding process
and we will continue to be here to encourage his continuing success.
